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In December the Lassen Land &
Trails Trust (LLTT) voted to pay
off the remaining amount on the
note for the Depot. This culminates
a saga that began in 1987 when
concerned citizens came together to
save the Depot from being burned
down as a fire and training exercise.

The derelict building had been
offered to the City of Susanville by
Union Pacific as a way to get rid of
a local eyesore. Local accountant
Carol Curry was able to interest
one of her clients in providing a
loan to the fledgling LLTT. We
sure did not qualify as a normal
bank customer.

The Trust was organized to save
the Depot under its mission of his-
torical preservation, fostering rec-
reational trails and maintaining
open space. After almost 16 years
of gradually paying down the note,
the Depot is finally debt free.

This year’s “undinner event” and
its opportunity to not listen to Phil
Nemir and Jim Chapman

speeches, along with donations
from visitors this summer, provided
the funds to payoff the remaining
$3,200 on the original $30,000
note.

We thank all of our members,
past and present, who have sup-
ported LLTT and its efforts to save
and preserve the Depot. Special
thanks go to Lassen National For-
est, Eagle Lake Office of the Bu-
reau of Land Management and the
TB Walker Foundation for their
substantial contributions in restor-
ing the Depot and helping provide
operational funds.

The Depot serves as a 7 day a
week visitor center from May
through October for the community
and as the trailhead for the Bizz
Johnson Trail. This year the Depot
had almost 5,000 visitors during the
season. It serves as a museum
helping to preserve memories of
Susanville’s railroad days, particu-
larly sad as the last mill in our town
announces that it will be closing
sometime in 2004.
